King Kong (original 1933 – remake(s) 1976, 2005, 2017) 
Magnificent Seven (original 1960– remake 2016) 
The Poseidon Adventure (original 1972 – remake 2006) 
Robin Hood (original 1912 – remake(s) 1935, 38, 48, 52, 60, 73, 91, 2010) 
Superman the movie (original 1978 – remake(s) 2006, 2013) 
Tarzan (original 1932 – remake(s) 1959, 1997, 2016) 
Star Trek (original 1979 – remake 2009) 
 

As a side not my uncles would say that the originals are always better 
 

That list is much longer and I probably left out several others that you can think of, 
but the idea remains, we are people who love to have updates. If it is not the movies 
then it is our phones, cars, houses, lawnmowers, glasses, clothes, shoes, comput-
ers, tv’s….and the list goes on.  
 

This is all the more reason to make sure the gospel stays the same and it is not mod-
ernized like everything else in our lives.  
 

I Corinthians 15:1-4 – Now I make known to you, brethren, the gospel which I 
preached to you, which also you received, in which also you stand, 2 by which also 
you are saved, if you hold fast the word which I preached to you, unless you believed 
in vain. 3 For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that 
Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, 4 and that He was buried, and 
that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, 
 

This passage has been popularized in our AWANA program for which I am thankful for 
but it should be an ever constant reminder on all of our hearts as well. We desire 
for people to come to know Jesus as their Lord and Savior but I pray it is not at the 
expense of an “updated” version of the gospel; a more convenient and user friendly 
version. I pray that emotional stories and excuses are not enough when we witness to 
others. I pray that we don’t try to remake the original.  
 

You may say, Pastor Andy, we already know this. Wonderful, but I would be remiss if I 
didn’t remind you.  
 

II Peter 1:12 - Therefore, I will always be ready to remind you of these things, even 
though you already know them, and have been established in the truth which is pre-
sent with you.
