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             TIMES ARE CHANGING 
 

This past weekend we changed our clocks and went off Daylight 
Savings Time for the next five months or so. Like it our not we 
changed time. But moving the hands of our clocks is not the 
only time change we’ve experienced, the culture and godless-
ness around us is changing ever more rapidly. We might think 
this is a modern problem, and I do not wish to minimize it, but 
the reality is that things have been changing for centuries. No-

tice with me just a few of the changes Paul noted when writing II Timothy. 
 
Christians have changed. The apostle implies that few want to suffer for the 
gospel anymore (1:8) and also indicates that some have turned away from other 
Christians (1:15). Even one, Demas, who had been faithful had recently turned 
away from the Lord. (4:10). Paul calls Christians to not be timid (1:7), to suf-
fer hardship as a good soldier of Christ (2:3) and is encouraged when Luke is 
faithful rather than faulty (4:11). 
 
Men have changed. II Timothy 3:1-5 indicates that they are lovers of self and 
money, proud, rebellious and selfish. They are malicious, undisciplined, violent. 
They hate good and love pleasure. They hold to religion but not true right-
eousness. Believers are encouraged to avoid such people (3:5b). 
 
Evil has changed. “But evil men and imposters will proceed from bad to worse, 
deceiving and being deceived” (3:13). Just when we think that evil has demon-
strated it’s lowest degeneration we find out there is a lower level, a basement 
below the basest ... and it’s even baser! In the midst of such defilement, fol-
lowers of Christ are reminded to continue in the things they have learned 
(3:14). 
 
Preaching has changed. Paul predicts that a time will come when people “will 
not endure sound doctrine.” Instead they will find speakers who make them feel 
good and please them. In doing so they turn away from the truth to myths. (4:3-
4). Even so, pastor Timothy is reminded to preach the Word (4:2) retain the 
standard of sound words (1:13) and avoid worldly and empty chatter (2:16). 
 
God hasn’t changed. “Nevertheless, the firm foundation of God stands, having 
this seal, ‘The Lord knows those who are His,’ and, ‘Everyone who names the 
name of the Lord is to abstain from wickedness.’” (II Timothy 2:19).
